From Fr. Jim. . . 

Beacons of Light – Priest Assignments: Fr. 
Rudulfo Coaquira (Fr. Rudy) will be the pastor of 
our family of parishes of St. Boniface, St. Leo, St. 
Joseph, Holy Family, and St Theresa, the Little 
Flower. He will be assisted by two Parochial 

Vicars who are also Comboni Missionaries. They will be named later. 
These assignments will begin July 1, 2022. I will be retiring, July 1, 
2022, and will be available for weekend Mass help for our family of 
parishes as needed. For a complete list of priests’ assignments for all 
the family of parishes, please visit the Archdiocese of Cincinnati web 
page beaconsaoc.org.

Leo the Great and St. Boniface.  Please continue to keep the 
planning process in your prayers. 

Beginning March 12 and March 13, Fr. Rudy and I will begin 
switching Mass schedules. That weekend, I will have the Masses at 
St. Boniface and he will have the Masses at St. Leo. The following 
week, he is at St. Boniface, and I am at St. Leo and so on. 
Sometimes, Fr. Pat will have the 4pm on Saturday and sometimes he 
will still have the 11am on Sunday.  We will do our best to inform 
you from week to week in the bulletin.

2. Happy are those who use drink or drug to escape the things
that trouble them – they will not suffer.

3. Happy are those who step on other people to get ahead –
they will rise to the top.

4. Happy are those who get away with dishonesty and
cheating – they will prosper.

5. Happy are those who get revenge – they will be satisfied.
6. Happy are those who give in to their every desire – they will

find life more thrilling.
7. Happy are those who have the deadliest weapons - they

will control the universe.
8. Happy are those who compromise on what they know is

right – they will be accepted by others.
9. Happy are those who can get by without God and worship –

they will have more time for fun.
10. Happy are those who do not waste time thinking about the

needs of others – they will have more time for themselves
and their own needs.

11. Happy are those who always gather earthly possessions –
they will have everything they need and will want for
nothing.

12. Happy are those who are convinced that sacrifice is an old-
fashioned word – they will not feel guilty about seeking
their own interests rather than the common good.
